Getting your message across
A compelling story has the power to get people’s attention…

1. Firsts: does your project idea break new ground for your local 
community? Is this something that’s never been done before?

2. Solutions: does your project solve a frustrating community problem? 

3. Virality: social media is a rich source of stories told in a creative, funny 
and quick manner.

Simplicity: Keep your message simple, short, and plain English. What 
language will stick with your target audience. Such as a time-poor parent, 
or youth, the elderly etc…
